Since this newsletter gives me a chance to voice my opin-
ion, here’s another idea.  When our chorus guys get up in 
front of an audience, we should all take pride in what we 
do.  My suggestion is to return to printing the names of 
each member, by section, to the programs.  Let’s put each 
name up there for all to see.  Venue Committee- Pat Ha-
ley asked me in spring of 2010 to convene a committee to 
look into venue options for our shows. Rich Casanzio, 
Rich Fritch , and Ken Carter joined me in analyzing the 
option considerations, and we came up with 20 different 
factors.  A summary copy of  recommendations to the 
board will be posted on the display board for the next 
several practice sessions. 
 

Our seven recommendations are based on spreadsheet 
analysis of ticket sales, attendance, costs, and net reve-
nue.  In addition, consideration was given to performance 
related factors such as warm-up rooms, availability of 
stage curtains, sound and light systems, number and de-
sirability of auditorium seats, ticket handling, marketing, 
location, availability, and other factors.  With ticket sales 
at our current level, our conclusion is that continuing 
with The Savannah Center is recommended.       (See page 8)

Later we were playing a hole on the edge of the course 
which was lined with 30 skinny popular trees about 12 
feet apart.  “Squeak” hit a bad hook which went through 
the trees without hitting any.  There was a clanging sound 
and the ball came back through the trees about 50 yards 
further down.  We looked and found there was a railway track. 
 

The event was so successful that even after I moved to 
Florida and spent 20 years around the country in my mo-
torhome, I was usually in the area where it was held up 
into the 90’s.
