1 p.m., Saturday, May 16, 2015.was a 

very warm, sunshiny day, as the men of 

the Heart Of Florida Chorus  

. . . resplendent in their bright red shirts 

and black trousers, descended upon the 

small town of Howie in the Hills.  The 

town was celebrating its 90th Birthday, 

(Hmmm, some of us are approaching 

that same milestone . . . maybe thereôll be cake!), and we 

were hired to provide some nostalgic, ñOlde 

Timey,òmusical entertainment.  
 

Dale Johnson and I arrived at the appointed hour and 

walked up past the Library to the Festival Tent.  The tent 

was set on the end of a large cement area (basketball 

courts?), and the heat was just boiling off the pavement.  

Most of the guys were already there, and had staked out 

most of the few shady spots.  
 

A professional sound system was installed, with two very 

large speakers mounted on poles on either side.  Along 

the side were two small covered areas (one for the elec-

tronic equipment and the sound engineers, and one with 

benches and lawn chairs for the audience). About 30 feet 

directly in front of the large tent was another covered 

area with a stack of folding chairs for spectators.  It was 

clear that the 30 foot open area had been set aside for the 

planned audience, but, the heat was too intimidating, and 

everyone elected to stay under cover. 
 

The Lake County Concert Band, from Leesburg,  began 

their performance.  They did a hour of really great  

ñConcert in the Parkò type music.  At 1:30 p.m., Scott 

led us all into the Library to warm up.  Unfortunately, 

that was also the staging area for dispensing Birthday 

Cake!  (As much as I would have liked a large piece, I 

decided not to clog my vocal folds.  You can bet, that 

wouldnôt have happened thirty years ago!)      (See page 8) 

 

 

Help Sell the 
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 THE NEW HEART OF FLORIDA CHORUS

By now you have received your survey and 

have hopefully responded to it.  Your 

board and music team are serious about 

having a new Heart of Florida Chorus  
that is committed to better singing and bet-

ter performances.  This will not be an easy 

journey and will take extra work on every-

one's part to make it happen.  The Heart of Florida 

Chorus  started up over ten years ago and many of us 

were here when it started or soon after.  We were all ex-

cited and ready to do whatever was necessary to be better 

singers and a better chorus.  Here we are ten years later 

and ten years older, for some of us that excitement has 

faded away.  We have gotten sloppy in the way we sing 

and especially in the way we prepare for rehearsals and 

shows.  Good singing doesn't just happen automatically 

when you open your mouth, it takes an active engage-

ment of the brain BEFORE you open your mouth.  This 

is a big part of our problem in the chorus, not enough of 

us think BEFORE we sing, we just relax and let it hap-

pen.  We, as caring chorus singers, cannot be satisfied 

with this any more, we need to strive to do our best all 

the way from the beginning to the end of a song. 
 

You may say, wait a minute, this sounds like work! Well,  

it will be.  As we heard from Sean Pollach when he came 

to coach us, our style of singing, true-tone a capella, is 

difficult to do and requires extra effort to do it correctly.  

Anything that is worth doing and doing well, requires 

work to accomplish it and we ALL  need to work at being 

better singers so we can be a better chorus.  Get hooked 

on better singing and with work, you will enjoy it more.  

We all think we are better singers than we really are, this 

is normal, because we hear ourselves through the vibra-

tions in our head not what comes out of our mouth.  

These sounds in our head deceive us at times and make 

us think we are singing something correctly when really 

we are not.  We need to know when we are doing it right 

and how to do it right every time we sing.  This takes 

work and practice. 
 

A couple of tips I have picked up in my 50 years in bar-

bershopping are still relevant today.  To help stay on 

pitch, think of the next note higher than the one you are 

singing.  Don't sing it, but push toward it and this should 

help you be on top of your note.  A good practice for not 

turning vowels early is to  stay on the pure vowel sound 

until the next consonant or word forces you off of it.  
 

So are we here trying to reinvent the wheel?  No, we just need 

to put in the work to sand off the bumps so the wheel can roll 

smoothly and we can better enjoy the ride.  It will take time 

and work to sand off those bumps, but if we work together we 

can do it!

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With the soon to be  launched, Volume ll of the Barber- 

pole Cat Songbook series; I find myself wondering if 

this new repertoire will remain intact as truly universally 

sung arrangementsðor will individual groups make 

changes that will stymie attempts to sing those songs with 

strangers at barbershop harmony gatherings.  I seem to be 

in the minority when I feel that the Barberpole Cat Songs 

ñMust NOT be improved, but must remain as written!ò 

This is the only way we can insure that we have 12 songs 

that are mutually singable with any barbershop quartet 

anywhere at any time.   
 

How many times have you joined a pick-up quartet and 

tried to pick a song to sing?  Usually, you end up sing a 

Pole Cat song, right?  Now, how many times have you 

launched into, "Let Me Call You Sweetheart," or "Wait 

Till The Sun Shines, Nellie," only to find that one or 

more of the singers had added a key change, or a new 

Tag, or even a new ñtiddley?ò  This has been a pet peeve 

of mine for years. 
 

If I had the power (which I obviously donôt), Iôd make it 

illegal to rearrange/change the Pole Cat repertoire.  (This 

always makes me reflect on the fact that the Rules and 

Regulations of our Society, clearly state that "No one 

should try to pronounce the initials of our Society name: 

S.P.E.B.S.Q.S.A.  But, it seems that the majority of our 

members think it is an acronym (a pronounceable abbre-

viation), and commonly used ñSpebsqsaò until we 

started replacing the initials with BHS.  It appears that 

our members believe in individual freedom and do what 

they feel in best for themselves. 
 

So, when you start learning/singing the songs in the 

new, "Barberpole Cat Songbook Volume ll," please sing 

them as written, and encourage every member so do so. 

That way, when we get together, we can sing those songs 

with confidence.  Now, Iôll step down from my soapbox 

and admit that I will be happy to sing with you even if we 

disagree on the arrangement.   "Somebody blow a B flat!"

Grandson of slaves, a boy 

was born in a poor neighbor-

hood of New Orleans, known 

as the "Back of Town." His 

father abandoned the family 

when the child was an infant. 

His mother became a prosti-

tute and the boy and his sister 

had to live with their grand-

mother.  Early in life, he 

proved to be gifted for music.  With three other kids, he 

sang in the streets of New Orleans and his first gains 

were the coins that were thrown to them.   
 

A Jewish family named Karnofsky, who had immigrated 

from Lithuania to the USA, had pity for the seven-year-

old boy and brought him into their home.  Initially he was 

given 'work' in the house, and they fed this hungry child.  

There he remained living with this Jewish family where, 

for the first time in his life, he was treated with kindness 

and tenderness.  When he went to bed, Mrs. Karnofsky 

sang him a Russian lullaby that he would sing with her.   
 

Later, he learned to sing and play several Russian and 

Jewish songs.  Over time, this boy became the adopted 

son of the family.  The Karnofskys gave him money to 

buy his first trumpet; as was the custom in the Jewish 

families, they sincerely admired his musical talent.  Later 

when he became a professional musician and composer, 

he used these Jewish melodies in compositions, such as 

"St. James Infirmary" and" Go down, Moses."   
 

The little black boy grew up and wrote a book about this 

Jewish family who had adopted him in 1907.  In memory 

of this family and until the end of his life, he wore a star 

of David and he said that it is in this family that he had 

learned "how to live real life and determination."  This 

little boy was named Louis Armstrong.

9. Leads; the longer a song is, the higher the probabil-

ity that the tag will be in your comfort zone.  

No one 

will ever ask you to help with the risers.  
11. Volunteer to be the chorus pitchpipe person. You'll 

never again have to sing a song outside of your range.  
12. I'd like to live long enough to see; a quartet who 

could sing the phrase "gonna build a little home for two, 
or three, or four or more" without using their fingers as 

counters. 
13. Your favorite song, on your favorite barbershop tape, 

will always come out of your car speaker when you reach 

your destination. 
14. Advice to newly formed quartets; don't ask for re-

quests. You'll never know it. 
15. Advice to newly formed quartets; never challenge a 

heckler to come up and sing it better. He or she will.  
16. Chorus progress is made on alternate meeting 

nights. 
17. The easiest way to find your misplaced pitchpipe is to 

buy a new one. 
18. No matter how many rooms in the headquarters ho-

tel, the guy who starts up his car at 5 a.m. is always 
parked under your window.  
19. There never has, nor will there ever be, a contested 

election for Treasurer. 
20.  The only advantage to being a Chorus Director is

Music Notes in Singing  

From the BHS Website 
 

Introduction to Solmization (do re mi fa sol la ti)  
Being able to read music notes in singing by help 

from the relative note names (do re mi fa sol la ti 
do) is a very useful skill for anyone who has any-

thing to do with music.  The following benefits 
come along when learning this skill properly:  
 

It will be much easier for you to write out songs 

and melodies that you hear on the radio or in your 
head. 

 

You will be able to learn to read music for any kind of 

instruments much quicker as you have a natural un-
derstanding of melodies. 

 

If you like to join a choir, reading music notes is a crucial 

skill which will enable you to sing new material almost 
instantly.  

 

Practicing frequently will help you develop a feeling for 

each note and its function within a scale.  

 

Singing music notes trains your musical ear. I learned 
almost as much practicing this skill as I did by other 

ear training methods.  

 

You will become a better singer.  

 

(Editor's note:  You will sing in tune more accurately.)  

 

Music language  

In my eyes, studying music is like studying a new lan-

guage. Studying music theory is like studying grammar. 
Composing music could be compared to writing a text 

where you have an overall structure or form. In this 
form a paragraph could be seen as a musical period. The 

comparison between musical and linguistic phrases is 
also not far-fetched. If you go on you will certainly find 

much more analogies between this two topics. The most 

relevant analogies for us here are the ones between 
singing and speaking and of course reading music notes 

and reading a text.  
 

It takes a long time and effort to learn a new language. 
Nonetheless, you can enjoy it as you see yourself getting 

better and better, by applying it along the way.  

 

Bear these analogies in mind. If you find yourself demo-
tivated caused by lack of progress think back to the time 

when you were learning a foreign language. It probably 
took you a long time to get a good feeling for words. It 

most certainly took you even longer to get a feeling for 

right phrases. 

 

Also remember the benefits that I mentioned or even 

better, think of your own benefits that will keep you mo-

tivated.

The Power of Music

I'm sitting here at my desk watching an 83-year-old gen-

tleman with significant memory loss singing along with 

"My Wild Irish Rose" on the stereo.  He knows his name, 

and a good many old tunesðand that's about it. 
 

Once every two weeks, I go to the local nursery home to 

play for the Alzheimer Group's Sing-Along Hour.  When 

I enter the room, three of the 21 residents might actually 

look at meðthe rest are in a misty world.  But when I 

begin to play "Let Me Call You Sweetheart" or "Let the 

Rest of the World Go By," those tunes become my one 

and only connection with them, and most of them begin 

to sing. 
 

What is it about music that makes such a deep impres-

sion?  Is it the melody?  The lyrics?  The emotion?  A 

combination of things? 
 

On one occasion we did an experiment with the Alz-

heimer's exercise class.  Everyone was asked to imitate 

the instructor as she raised her hands high.  No one re-

sponded.  She repeated the maneuver a number of times, 

as animated as possible speaking first in a soothing tone 

of voice, then in a lively voice.  No response again.  Then 

we passed around rhythm instruments.  Tamborines, 

bells, sticks, etc., were put into the hands of the residents.  

Then with the accordion, I would simply play a waltz 

beat with the bass keysðoom pa pahðand immediately 

75% would respond.  Faces would begin to lighten up, 

and rhythm instruments would begin to shake.  As I'd 

begin the melody,  "Casey would waltz with a strawberry 

blonde," and the instructor would ask everyone to imitate 

her and raise their hands in the air and shake the instru-

ments, again approximately 75% would respond, doing 

what they were asked to do.  Music is such an effective 

catalyst. 
 

At the other end of the stick, I've gone into many class-

rooms noisy with active, challenging kids, asked every-

one to come and sit down on the mat for a few songs, and 

had little response because no one was paying attention 

or could hear what I was saying.  But if I begin playing a 

song on the guitar, and singing the instructions, to come 

and sit down on the mat, I have everyone's cooperation.  

And some schools no longer have a music program! 
 

I'm sure you've recognized this effect on seniors when 

you sing in the homes.  Can you explain it?
